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Foreword  

Many thanks for your interest in this software. It has been designed to expand the capabilities of your 
ROLAND/STUDIO ELECTRONICS SE-02, and improve your creativity by providing extra features not 
standard on your synth. 
 
 
VERY IMPORTANT 

You might need to update your SE-02 system program. The minimum required is version 1.10. See 

Roland web site for more information. 

Before using the software, make sure the system settings parameters of your synth are set properly. 
Press the [EXIT] button while turning ON your synth to enter the system parameters menu. Review the 
following parameters: 
 

¶ Set the param [9] (MIDI THRU) to :   

¶ Set the param [5] (send CC) to : 

¶ Set the param [6] (send PC) to : 

¶ Set the param [7] (sync) to any value except :             and      
 
To record the changes, press the VALUE button of your SE-02. 
 

 
Please note that this software does not generate sound, but only addresses MIDI data. 
 

The standalone app is designed to ease sound design and library management. No plugin is available

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Installation of the software  and Authorization  

Proceed with the installation package corresponding to your platform. 
 
Right-click (Mac: shift-click; track pad two finger click) on the ROLAND label bottom right and select

A browser window opens and displays your product idτrequired to get your activation key and unlock 
all the functionalities! Email this product id to software-support@studioelectronics.com. 
 

 
 

Once you receive the activation key via return email, paste it into the activation key message box and 
click Done. The moving blue ribbon vanishes; your software is authorized. 
 

 

As long as your software is not authorized, you can't open the extended panel except to configure the 

MIDI ports and you remain locked to bank A.

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New in version 1. 4 

Since version 1.0 few improvements were added. To sum-up: 

¶ Pressing a shift key ƻƴ ȅƻǳǊ ŎƻƳǇǳǘŜǊΩǎ ƪŜȅōƻŀǊŘ while mouse clicking always decreases the value 

of a sound parameter (equivalent to right-click for Windows Users). 

¶ The MIDI LEARN menu is now accessible with a mouse click while pressing the Ctrl key to the left of 

the space bar. 

¶ The bank data retrieval process has been improved. 

¶ As Roland as updated some parameters names, the UI has been updated consequently. 

¶ The MIDI configuration screen now includes the system program version of your SE-02. 
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Recommendation regarding the UI behavior  

This application has been designed to be as easy to navigate and use as possible. The user interface 

includes potentiometers, selectors, rotative selectors and push buttons. 

To edit a sound parameter value with this software, move your mouse over the desired parameter, 
click on it to increase its value by 1. Pressing a shift key ƻƴ ȅƻǳǊ ŎƻƳǇǳǘŜǊΩǎ ƪŜȅōƻŀǊŘ while clicking 
decreases the value by 1 (equivalent to right clicking for Windows users). You can as well use your 
mouse wheel to increase/decrease the value of a parameter. You can also click and drag (upward or 
downward), but this action is solely applicable to potentiometers.

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I - First thing to do following install ation  

I.1 MIDI port configuration  
 

The first time you launch the app, you are directed to the parameter view to set the MIDI ports. This 

alert is raised each time MIDI connections are not properly set up between the standalone app and 

your synth (bidirectional dialog is required). 

 

Whenever you need to configure the MIDI ports, click the STUDIO ELECTRONICS label, bottom left of 

the front panel. This will open the extended panel, letting you modify the MIDI configuration. 

 

Click the pointing down arrow to open the list of MIDI devices. In case you have more than 40 MIDI 

devices, use your mouse wheel to browse up and down the list. 

Keep in mind that, as long as this view remains opened, no interaction with your synth is possible.

immediately made to retrieve the synth configuration data. If not successful, you are getting the below 

warning message. The minimum system program required is version 1.10. 

 

Be aware that the software requires certain system parameters of your sound module to be defined to

instructions on how to proceed. 

Do a quick test to ensure all is ready to work: 

¶ Change bank selection, your sound module should change accordingly, 

¶ Change the patch / bank selection on your sound module, the software should change 

accordingly, 

¶ If you have defined a MIDI port for a keyboard, play and listen. 

If successful with these tests, you are ready to feed the software with your synth data.

II - Feed the software with your  synth  data 

Once your software authorized, no need to import the 4 preset patch banks A, B, C and D. The 
software is already fed with these data. If ever Roland is providing an update of these bank data with 
an update of the SE-02 system program, after having updated your synth, you can retrieve these banks 
following the same operation than to retrieve the USER bank described hereafter. 
 
To retrieve the USER bank data, proceed as follow: 
 

¶ select the USER bank, right click the patch number in the display and choose in the contextual 

ƳŜƴǳ ƻǇǘƛƻƴ άreceive ōŀƴƪέ, 

 

¶ The below message is displayed. You just have to confirm the operation. 

 

¶ When the message acknowledged, the retrieve process is launched, querying the synth memory 

for each USER bank entry automatically. This operation last less than 2 minute. When completed 

you can interact again with the software.
